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CHECK LIST FOR PART II CATEGORY IV

1. Manual Bilge Pump with attached handle or a handle with a lanyard.

2. Two buckets with lanyards

3. Tools including hacksaw and 12 blades and bolt cutters and a hammer

4. Toilet or a fitted bucket

5. Notice adjacent to gas stove “Turn off gas at bottle” 75mm x150mm 

6. Suitable containers for water besides built-in tank

7. Yachts name on all lifejackets and lifebuoys

8. Two fire extinguishers in different parts of boat  (with valid test date)

9. Life jackets for each crew member

10. All life jackets to be fitted with reflector tape and pea-less whistles

11. Safety harness and life lines for 50% of crew

12. Dinghy lashings on deck to be attached to through-bolted fittings

13. One lifebuoy showing vessel’s name.  It must be fitted with reflective tape, a pea-less   whistle, a self-igniting light and a drogue.  (An inflatable device with similar characteristics is acceptable).  [read relevant section in Part 11]

14. Heaving Line (must be made for purpose and float)

15. Two anchors with correct tackle

16. First Aid kit that conforms to YNZ Cat 4 Regulations

17. VHF radio (Hand held or installed)

18. Flares - two red hand held, one white hand held or spot light, one orange smoke signal no more than three years old.  (Old flares to be handed in for safe disposal)

19. Two flash lights, one floating, with spare batteries and bulbs

20. Compass with current deviation card

21. Local tide tables and current charts with plotting equipment

22. Depth sounder

23. Spare bulbs and fuses for navigation lights

24. Foghorn

25. Soft wood plugs of appropriate size, on lanyard close to skin-fitting.
The above list is a short version of YNZ’s safety regulations Part ll, category IV.  All persons to whom it applies should read the full regulation.
WHEN MAKING A RANDOM CHECK, THE PERSON CHECKING IS TO INCLUDE AT LEAST 8 OF THE ABOVE REQUIREMENTS.

In addition to the above, each yacht is to carry a copy of the Maritime NZ Accident / Incident reporting form MAR-A1-4.  All accidents involving injury must be reported, as failure to do so, may affect your ability to claim ACC, if the injury involves time off work or disability.
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
