For Keel Yachts and Multihulls the YNZ Safety Regulations Part II, category 4 shall apply.

For Trailer Yachts the YNZ Safety Regulations Part V, Category B shall apply.

A boat shall not discharge trash into the water.

Eligibility and Entry

Entries will be accepted from Keel Yachts, Multihulls and Trailer Yachts registered with YNZ and whose owners/skippers are financial members of a yacht club affiliated to YNZ.

The starting line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag on the starting mark at the starboard end and the Port end starting mark.

The finishing line will be in a westerly direction between a mark in the vicinity of 36.38.00 S 174.47.16 E and the GHYC club house.  Boats are to take their own finish time and call Gulf Harbour Sports Radio for confirmation.  The radio room will be monitored at all times if possible.

Protests and requests for Redress

14.1
The protest time limit is 45 minutes after the last boat has finished.

14.2
For protests where only a Rule of Part 2 is alleged to have been broken an arbitration hearing may be offered prior to any hearing.  

15.0
Scoring 

15.1
One (1) race is required to be completed to constitute a series.

15.2
Series scores will be based on the results from the races detailed in this Notice of Race, including the GHYC Marsden Cove (5th February 2010) race – Gulf Harbour to Marsden Cove Division only.  
15.3
Boats must finish in either Races 2 or 4 to be considered for the Firewatch Series. 
15.4
Any boat that sails a race “two handed” will be eligible for the Brian Holgate Panelbeaters Two Handed Series.  Where a boat sails two handed in one race and fully crewed in another, the fully crewed race will be scored DNC for points calculations in the two handed series.
15.5
Boats sailing “two handed” are also eligible for the Firewatch Series, providing they meet the above conditions.

Safety Regulations


A boat that retires from a race shall notify the race committee immediately.

Radio Communications
